Course Description:


The purpose of this course is to train first responders who will often be the first trained individuals with a duty to provide care at the scene of an emergency. The course content and activities will prepare you to better recognize emergencies, make decisions, and provide care. This course teaches the skills you will need to manage emergency situations until more advanced medical personnel arrive. 


This course is delivered through a variety of ways. These include; lectures, discussions, readings, scenario response, group activities, and skill practice. 
Course Objectives: 

Each chapter has a list of objectives that each student will need to meet. They are divided into three categories:

1) Knowledge (Cognitive): These objectives deal with knowledge, comprehension, and application of materials.

2) Skill (Psychomotor): These objectives deal with performance and demonstration of skills.

3) Attitude (Affective): These objectives deal with emotions, feelings, and outlooks.

Guidelines for Participation in Class:
· Participants must attend ALL classes for certification. 
· Professionalism is expected at all times. Including in communication with the instructor. (I.e. calling a head if going to be late, respecting peers and actors in class, etc.)

· Participants will need to dress for freedom of movement as well as with the understanding that some scenarios are outside in the grass or dirt. 

· There are two classes which are optional, but attendance is highly encouraged. No content from these two classes will appear on the test.
· All questions on these guidelines need to be directed to the instructor. 
Textbook / Readings:


The pages identified next to the topics for the next class period are expected to be read by the time the class begins on the next day. This is so that you are prepared for the lecture and activities. All content in the text is not covered in lecture. In addition to this, some content had been updated and will trigger discussions during class. All content on the test will be covered in lecture.

All additional readings (such as those indicated as “SAR,”) and/or websites will be handed out or referred to in class for the next class period. 
Response Kits


Before each class, the empty red and white backpacks will be laid out for your use. You and your team will be responsible for building your kit before the start of lecture as well as tearing the kit down at the end of each class. There will be 1 backpack and 1 AED per team. 
Practical Scenarios:


A scenario is a simulated scene in where the participants of the course will be expected to respond to and provide care for victims with given illnesses or injuries until the instructor/evaluator indicates that the participants are relieved by simulated EMS personnel. 


Scenarios are possible at ANY point during the course. Some may occur just before class or during breaks. No scenario will occur before 5:30pm or after 10:00pm. 

Participants will be evaluated on safety, performance in skills, and their decision making process. Participants are expected to verbalize all actions and rationales for actions during a scenario. Actions not verbalized will be not be considered taken, rationales not given will also result in the rationalized action not taken. Verbalize everything!

Scenarios are completed once the evaluator indicates as such. Most scenarios will continue for at least fifteen minutes, if not longer. After each scenario, the identified team leader (rotate this responsibility amongst the team members) will perform an After Actions Review with their team for five minutes. Then the whole class will reconvene and hold a brief discussion on the overall response to the scenario(s) before continuing with class. 
Written Scenarios

Class period, a participant will create and present a written scenario for a class discussion. The written scenario will include:

· A map / picture of the area in which the incident took place.

· A minimum of 2 victims with presenting and assessed symptoms. 

· A paragraph describing the general description of the incident from the view point of the first responders. 

· Presenters notes (personal description of the ideal response) on a separate sheet of paper.

Certification / Evaluations:


As stated before, you will need to attend all classes in order to receive the ER certification. For CPR, even if you are current, you will need to attend the class that is offering the recertification. 


There are two types of evaluations for certification; practical and written. For the practical evaluations, participants will need to correctly demonstrate all skills taught in this course. For the written test, participants will need to correctly answer at least 80% of the final written exam. This test is 100 questions in length.
